Obituary

Edwin McConihay Wilson-known to all as Ned-with his wife at his side, passed
away on May 26, 2026, in Martinsburg, West Virginia, at the age of 76, following
complications from an autoimmune disease. Born in Charleston, West Virginia,
on June 29, 1949, to John Mac and Isabelle Hart Wilson, Ned grew up with a
deep appreciation for music, community, and spirited conversation - qualities
that would define his life.

Ned was educated at the Kentucky Military Institute, earned his BA from Brown
University, and later received his MBA from the Wharton Graduate School of
the University of Pennsylvania. His early professional years were spent in New
York City. Starting in 1973 as a Financial Analyst for CBS, Inc., he rose to the
rank of Controller of the CBS Television Network before leaving in 1986.
Following his time at CBS, he held other financial positions in New York City.

After years in corporate finance, Ned and his wife, Royal, embraced a new
adventure as owners and operators of the Mountaineer Inn in West Dover/
Mount Snow, Vermont. They poured their energy into the inn and the
surrounding community until their retirement in 2022, when they relocated to
Charles Town, West Virginia. Ned was thrilled to return to West “by God, smile
when you say it” Virginia.

A lifelong lover of the performing arts, Ned devoted decades to the Village
Light Opera Group (VLOG) in New York City. Besides being a frequent
performer, he served on the VLOG Board, became President, and served on
their Investment Committee. His passion for theater began in childhood with
the Kanawha Players and the Charleston Light Opera Guild. He was a founding
member and co-chair of the Memorial Hall Center for the Arts in Wilmington,
VT; bringing acclaimed musicians to the region for sold-out concerts.

A gifted pianist, Ned played for guests of the Inn and taught seminars on
Broadway musicals, sharing his encyclopedic knowledge and enthusiasm with
eager audiences.

Ned’s commitment to service extended to his spiritual life. In both New York
City and Charles Town, he was an active member of Episcopal congregations.
He was on the Vestry, served as Treasurer and was on the Investment
Committee at the Church of the Incarnation in Manhattan, and later as Treasurer,
interim pianist, and choir member at Zion Episcopal Church in Charles Town.

He found joy in many passions: cheering on the New York Yankees, Rangers
and Giants; attending New York City Opera, and following the Triple Crown
horse races each year. Ned held season tickets to the Philadelphia Orchestra
concerts at Carnegie Hall from 1973 until present. He was also a proud member
of Holland Lodge #8 in New York City. Ned loved his years at Brown. He was
Treasurer of the Class of 71, a fervent member of the Beta Theta Pi Fraternity,
Treasurer of the Brown University Club in New York City and helped plan every
reunion including his most recent 55t.

Ned is survived by his devoted wife, Royal L. Woodfield Wilson of Charles
Town, West Virginia; his brother, J.H. Wilson of Middletown, New Jersey; and
his sister, Catharine W. Burt of Bedford, New Hampshire. He was predeceased
by his sister, Liza Stuart Baker, and his brother, W.E. Ferguson.

Memorial services will be held in both New York City and Charles Town. In
Charles Town at Zion Episcopal Church on Saturday, June 20, at 11:00 AM. In
New York City at Church of the Incarnation on Saturday, June 27, at 11:00 AM.

Ned will be remembered for his humor, his vibrant storytelling, his generosity,
his love of music, and the joy he brought to every community he touched. In lieu
of flowers, donations may be made to the VEXAS Foundation at vexas.org, or
Church of the Incarnation, New York City or Zion Episcopal Church, Charles
Town, WV.

From Rev. Johanna...

"For he spoke, and it came to be; he commanded, and it stood firm.”

Psalm 33:9
God spoke — and it came to be. God commanded — and it stood firm.

Last week we heard the story of creation. This week, the psalmist marvels at
that same creation—at God’s calm authority in bringing forth the heavens,
filling the seas, and breathing life in to the world simply by speaking. Notice
how the verse ends: and it stood firm. What God speaks does not waver, fade, or
lose its shape over time. It endures, even when we cannot see how.

I'm guessing most of us know what it is to hold a promise from God in our
hands and feel the ache of waiting for it to be fulfilled. We pray, hope, and trust
— and then we lie awake at three in the morning wondering if we heard God
correctly, or if something has gone wrong, or if perhaps we should be doing
something more, something different, something to move things along.

Or is that just me?

I'll admit it—for me—waiting is hard. But even harder than waiting is staying
still in my waiting. Maybe you're like me and there’s something in you that
wants to act, to fix, to manage. When life feels uncertain, my instinct is to take
hold of it, to find a way to make the promise happen myself. Revealing, of
course, that I am not always entirely comfortable simply resting in trust.
Because, let’s be honest, stillness can feel like passivity. And staying quiet can
feel like giving up.

I love that our readings this coming Sunday pair together Psalm 33 and Paul’s
portion of his letter to the Romans about God’s promise to Abraham and Sarah.
Because, when I find myself struggling to stay still in the waiting, it feels right
to be reminded of Abraham and Sarah. After all, Abraham was nearly one
hundred years old. And Sarah's womb, Paul tells us plainly, was barren.

These were not small obstacles! This was not a situation where you might
squint and see a way forward. By every human measure, the promise God had



made — that Abraham would become the father of many nations, that his
descendants would be as numerous as the stars — was impossible. The body
tells us when it’s finished. Biology has its own kind of authority.

And yet. Hoping against hope, Abraham believed. This is one of the quiet
wonders in all of scripture. Hoping against hope. It means that hope had run
out of reasonable ground to stand on, and Abraham hoped anyway. Not
because the circumstances had changed. Not because he had found a way to
make it work. But because he trusted the One who had made the promise. Paul
says that Abraham did not weaken in faith when he considered his own body,
or when he considered Sarah's womb. He did not look away from the reality of
his situation. He looked at it fully — and yet, he still believed. Abraham fixed
his gaze on the God who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things
that do not exist. God had spoken. And Abraham trusted that it would stand
firm. And it did. In the fullness of time, in a way that could only have been the
work of God.

So, here’s the truth that allows me to still my mind and stay quiet in the midst
of my waiting: The voice that spoke the stars into being is the same voice that
has spoken over our lives. Yours, mine, and all those with whom we journey.
The same God who held Abraham and Sarah in their long, difficult waiting is
the same God who holds us in ours. Whatever promise we carry, it has not
been forgotten. God does not speak and then waver. God does not command
and then lose hold. We may not be able to see how it will come to be. And in
the end, that’s alright. Abraham could not see how either. The not-seeing isn’t
the point. The point is that we believe in a God whose word stands firm.

When we find ourselves in seasons of waiting, we don’t have to manufacture
certainty. We don’t have to pretend the waiting is easy or that the silence does
not sometimes feel heavy. We are allowed to feel all of that, and still choose,
quietly and gently, to trust. To say, simply, God has spoken, and I will rest in
God’s word.
